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Purpose of Workshop 
The Department for Infrastructure and Transport has requested to brief Kadaltilla on the need for and seek views 
on the proposed construction of a Variable Messaging Sign (VMS) on Sir Donald Bradman Drive as part of the 
River Torrens to Darlington (T2D) Project. The VMS will support the Department to alert motorists of the conditions 
on the North-South Motorway following completion of the T2D Project, which will be accessible from the City via 
James Congdon Drive. The VMS is proposed to be constructed early to assist in managing traffic during 
construction. 
The Department will present on the requirements for VMS for the T2D Project, the reasons for proposing its 
construction on Sir Donald Bradman Drive, the site selection process undertaken, the preferred design for the 
VMS, and an alternative design to address concerns raised by City of Adelaide staff with visual impacts and 
intrusion within the Park Lands.
